Report on the Consolidated Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying consolidated statements of net position of the New Jersey Sports and
Exposition Authority (the "Authority” or “NJSEA™), a component unit of the State of New Jersey, as of
December 31, 2012 and 2011, and the related consolidated statements of revenues, expenses, and changes
in net position, and consolidated cash flows for the years then ended, and the related notes to the
consolidated financial statements, which collectively comprise the Authority’ s consolidated financial
statements as listed in the table of contents.

Management's Responsibility for the Consolidated Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these consolidated financial
statements in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America;
this includes the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation
and fair presentation of the consolidated financial statements that are free from material misstatement,
whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor’ s Responsibility

Our responsibility isto express an opinion on these consolidated financia statements based on our audits.
We conducted our audits in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audits to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the consolidated financia statements are free from material misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosuresin
the consolidated financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor's judgment,
including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the consolidated financial statements,
whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control
relevant to the Authority's preparation and fair presentation of the consolidated financial statementsin
order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Authority's internal control. Accordingly, we express no
such opinion. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the
reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall
presentation of the consolidated financial statements.

Opinion

In our opinion, the consolidated financia statements referred to above present fairly, in all material
respects, the net position of the Authority, as of December 31, 2012 and 2011, and the respective changes
in net position and cash flows thereof for the years then ended in accordance with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America.

Emphasis of a Matter

As described in Note 2 to the consolidated financial statements, in 2012, the NJSEA adopted
Governmental Accounting Standards Board (“GASB”) Statement No. 63, Financial Reporting of
Deferred Outflows of Resources, Deferred Inflows of Resour ces, and Net Position. Our opinion is not
modified with respect to this matter.

Asdiscussed in Note 1 to the consolidated financial statements, the NJSEA is a component unit of the
State of New Jersey. The NJSEA requires significant subsidies from and has material transactions with
the State of New Jersey and depends on certain tax revenues that are economically sensitive. Our opinion
is not modified with respect to this matter.

Other Matters

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of Americarequire that the Management’s
Discussion and Analysis on pages 3 through 17, the Schedule of Funding Progress- NJSEA
Postretirement Healthcare Plan on page 39, the Seasonal Racing Personnel Retirement Plan (* SRPRP”)
Schedule of Employer Contributions and Funding Progress on page 40, and the SRPRP Schedule of
Actuarial Methods and Assumptions on pages 41 through 42 be presented to supplement the consolidated
financial statements. Such information, although not a part of the consolidated financial statements, is
required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considersit to be an essential part of
financial reporting for placing the consolidated financial statements in an appropriate operational,
economic, or historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures to the required supplementary
information in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America,
which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing the information and
comparing the information for consistency with management’ s responses to our inquiries, the
consolidated financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audits of the consolidated
financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because
the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any
assurance.

DECEMBER 31, 2012 AND 2011

Introduction to the Annual Report

This annual report consists of four parts; Management’ s Discussion and Analysis (“MD&A"),
Consolidated Financial Statements, Notes to the Consolidated Financial Statements, and Required
Supplementary Information.

Management’s Discussion and Analysis:

e Thissection of the New Jersey Sports and Exposition Authority’s (the “ Authority” or “NJSEA”), a
component unit of the State of New Jersey, financial statements presents an overview of the
Authority’ s financial performance during the years ended December 31, 2012 and 2011. It provides
an assessment of how the Authority’ s position has improved or deteriorated and identifies the factors
that, in management’ s view, significantly affected the Authority’s overall financia position. It may
contain opinions, assumptions or conclusions by the Authority’ s management that should not be
considered areplacement for, and must be read in conjunction with, the other financial statements
described below.

The Consolidated Financial Statements include;

o The Consolidated Statements of Net Position, which provide information about the nature and
amounts of resources with present service capacity that the Authority presently controls (assets),
consumption of net assets by the Authority that is applicable to a future reporting period (deferred
outflow of resources), present obligations to sacrifice resources that the Authority has little or no
discretion to avoid (liabilities), and acquisition of net assets by the Authority that is applicable to a
future reporting period (deferred inflow of resources) with the difference between assets/deferred
outflow of resources and liabilities/deferred inflow of resources being reported as net position.

o The Consolidated Statements of Operations and Changes in Net Position account for all of the
current year' s revenues and expenses, measures the success of the Authority’ s operations over the
past year and can be used to determine how the Authority has funded its costs.

e The Consolidated Statements of Cash Flows which provide information about the Authority’s cash
receipts, cash payments, and net changes in cash resulting from operations, investing, and financing
activities.

The Notes to the Consolidated Financial Statements provide:

e Information that is essential to understanding the consolidated financial statements, such as the
Authority’ s accounting methods and policies.

e Details of contractual obligations, future commitments and contingencies of the Authority.

e Any other events or developing situations that could materially affect the Authority’ s financial
position.



The Required Supplementary Information:

e Includes required supplemental information in accordance with Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (“GASB").

The Authority’s Business

The Authority is engaged in the business of owning, operating and managing sports, entertainment, and
convention facilities throughout the State of New Jersey (the “ State”). It was created as a quasi-
governmental instrument of the State not only for the purpose of generating revenues from these
activities, but also to generate sales tax revenues and provide economic stimulus to the regions
surrounding the facilities. Only the result of the Authority’s direct activities are discussed in this annual
report.

Below is adescription of the Authority’s separate projects:
The Meadowlands Sports Complex — East Rutherford, New Jersey

Meadowlands Racetrack — consists of afive-level glass enclosed grandstand with seating for
approximately 8,000, an outdoor ramp and trackside park for approximately 32,000 additional spectators
and 2 restaurants, a one-mile track for both harness and thoroughbred racing, 16 barns and other support
buildings for 1,635 horses. Its revenues are generated from commissions on live and simulcast pari-
mutuel wagering, parking, admissions, program and concessions sales. On December 19, 2011, NJSEA
and New Meadowland Racetrack (“NMR") entered into a 30-year lease agreement for full operational
control of the Meadowlands Racetrack, the development of 4 Off Track Wagering (*OTW”) sites and the
transfer of 35% interest in Account Wagering. The lease has an additional option for 10 years of renewal
at its conclusion.

Account Wagering — began operations in October of 2004 as ajoint venture with New Jersey Account
Wagering, LLC for the purpose of implementing an account wagering system in the State. The Authority
operated and managed the system, which allows account holders to make wagers through an internet
connection or an automated telephone system. Under the agreement, the Authority began operating an on-
line account wagering system and has contributed 70% of start-up costs for the project and accounts for
all day-to-day operationsin return for 70% of available net project revenues or losses as defined by the
agreement.

The Authority’s 70% financial interest was transferred to the Meadowlands Lessee in June of 2011 and
the Monmouth Park Lessee in May of 2012 in exchange for both track operators assuming financial losses
for the facilities. The Authority entered into a 5-year management agreement with Darby Development,
LLC. (as an independent contractor) in October of 2012 to manage the daily activities of the business.

Izod Arena — is a 20,000 seat indoor arenawith 28 private suites, containing approximately 466 seats,
and 4,000 of its own parking spaces. Its revenues are generated from leases and license agreements with
sporting events, family shows, and concerts.

Xanadu Entertainment Facility — a multi-use attraction currently under construction on the Arena site to
consist of approximately 5 million square feet of gross space containing entertainment, conference
facility, office, restaurant and ancillary retail components.

Other — Additionally, the Sports Complex generates revenues from events such as fairs and outdoor
markets held in the Complex’ s parking lots.



Off-Track Wagering Facility — In November 2007, an Off-Track Wagering facility was placed in service
in Woodbridge, NJ consisting of a restaurant operated under an agreement with athird party
concessionaire and wagering facilities operated by the Authority.

Monmouth Park Racetrack — Oceanport, New Jersey

Monmouth Park Racetrack — consists of a one-mile oval track for thoroughbred racing, grandstand, and
clubhouse seating for 18,000 spectators, 68 luxury open-air boxes and parking for 14,000 vehicles.
Support facilities include 40 barns for 1,550 horses and dormitories for approximately 900. Its revenues
are generated from commissions on live and simulcast pari-mutuel wagering, parking admissions,
program and concessions sales.

On February 29, 2012, the Authority and the New Jersey Thoroughbred Horsemen's Association
“NJTHA” executed a 35-year |ease to operate the Monmouth Park racetrack and the Woodbridge OTW.
The agreement included a 35% interest in account wagering and the rights to build and operate an
additional five off track facilities. The NJTHA took full operational control on May 3, 2012.

Other — Additionally, income is generated from advertising signage located at various locations around
the facility.

The Greater Wildwoods Convention Center — Wildwood, New Jersey

The Wildwoods Convention Center — consists of arecently constructed facility situated on the boardwalk
in Wildwood, New Jersey, consisting of a 72,000 square foot exhibition floor and parking for 700
vehicles. Renta of the space for trade shows, concerts, conventions, and meetings comprise the Center’s
revenues.

Other — The towns of Wildwood, North Wildwood, and Wildwood Crest impose a tourism tax on retail
sales. Ninety percent of these revenues are provided to the Authority to pay debt related to the convention
centers, as well asto operate, maintain and promote the facilities.

NJSEA Insurance Company, Inc. — Vermont

NJSEA Insurance Company — was created by the NJSEA to engage in the business of acting as a pure
captive insurance company under Title 8, Chapter 141 insurance statutes of the State of Vermont. NJSEA
Insurance’ s mission is to continue, develop, and improve the insurance and risk management needs as
required by the Authority. NJSEA Insurance Company, Inc. was dissolved on April 18, 2013. The
dissolution of the company had no impact on the Authority’s financial position and results from
operations.

Financial Analysis

The following sections will discuss the significant changes in the Authority’ s financial position for 2012
and 2011. Additionally, an examination of major economic factors and industry trends that have
contributed to the Authority’ s operations are provided. It should be noted that for purposes of this
MD&A, summaries of the financial statements and the various exhibits presented include information
from the Authority’ s financial statements, which are prepared in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles (“GAAP’).

Highlights (2012)

Total operating revenues decreased approximately $74.9M from 2011 because of two significant changes
in the racetrack operations. First, in December 2011, the New Meadowlands Racetrack took operational
control of the Meadowlands Racetrack. Second, on May 3, 2012 the NJTHA took operational control of
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both Monmouth Park Racetrack and the Off Track Wagering Facility in Woodbridge New Jersey.

Total operating expenses (before depreciation and amortization) were $92.3M lower than 2011 because of
the reasons mentioned above and partially offset by an increase in general and administrative costs.

Highlights (2011)

Total operating revenues decreased approximately $18.9M from 2010 because of two significant changes
in the racetrack operations. First, in 2010, Monmouth Park conducted a successful 50-day meet with
average daily gross purses of $1.0M. The meet generated additional revenue of $6.0M over the 2009
meet. In 2011, purse levels returned to prior level, which resulted in a revenue reduction of $8.0M.
Second, the New Meadowlands Racetrack (“NMR”) took partial operational control of the East
Rutherford facility in July. NJSEA operated the facility, with direction from NMR, and was reimbursed
for all operating losses. NMR obtained a number of |egislative changes, on of which was a 40%
reduction in live race days.

Total operating expenses (before depreciation and amortization) were $16.5M lower than 2010 because of
the race day reduction at the Meadowlands racetrack and fewer events at the Arenaand areductionin
general and administrative costs.

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Total Liabilities decreased in 2012 by approximately $25.5M and was due primarily to:

e  Decrease in accounts payable and accrued expenses of approximately $5.0M due to lower operating
expenses.

e A decrease in accrued employment benefits, unclaimed tickets and other current liabilities of $1.4M
due to discontinued racetrack operation.

e A decreasein deferred revenues of $10.2M due to the normal recognition of the entertainment
facility revenue, of $9.4M and $0.8M decrease in advance ticket sales.

e A decreasein other long term liabilities of $9.0M due to the elimination of the Other Post-
Employment Benefits (“OPEB”) reserve. Aggregated valuation of the plan was taken over by the
state in 2012.

Total Liabilities decreased in 2011 by approximately $5.6M and was due primarily to:

o Decrease in accounts payable and accrued expenses of approximately $5.9M due to lower operating
expenses.

e A decrease accrued employment benefits, unclaimed tickets and other current liabilities of $1.8M
due to discontinued Racetrack operations offset by an increase of $4.2M in advanced ticket sales due
to more concert events.



e A decreasein deferred revenues of $9.6M due to the normal recognition of the entertainment facility
revenue and the elimination of the meadowlands racetrack operation.

e Anincreasein other long-term liabilities of $7.4M is due to an increase in notes payable and slightly
higher estimated liability for workers compensation, post-retirement medical and other employment

benefits.

e Operating revenues, which are the total revenues, generated at al the facilities.

e Marketing fee and tourism tax revenues are funds collected by the State for construction,

development, operation, and promotion of the Wildwoods Convention Center as well asto repay the
debt incurred on these projects.

e  Operating expenses, which represent the costs associated with running the facilities except for fixed
asset acquisitions and capital maintenance costs that are depreciated.

e  Depreciation expense which recognizes the cost of investment in facilities, such as buildings,
equipment and improvements, over the life of the asset, usually between 2 and 60 years, and an
accelerated basis with regards to the Stadium.

o Interest expense and other, which isthe interest paid and accrued on the Authority’ s debt net of
interest income generated on cash reserves held in cash and short-term investments.

e  Other income and expenses, which are not directly related to operations, and often, may be non-
recurring in nature.

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Operating Highlights (2012-2011)

Racing operating revenues net of operating expenses (including Account Wagering and the Woodbridge
Off-Track Wagering facility) were $8,278,000 higher than the previous year due to the transfer of
Monmouth Park racetrack and the Woodbridge OTW to the NJTHA.

Operating revenues net of operating expenses at the |zod Arena were $224,000 higher than 2011. This
was primarily the result of an increase in the number of eventsin 2012 versus 2011.

Genera and Administrative expenses were approximately $5,253,000 higher than 2011 due to the pension
withdrawal and New Jersey Racing Commission, (“NJRC") regulatory costs from racetrack operations.

Operating Highlights (2011-2010)

Racing operating revenues net of operating expenses (including Account Wagering and the Woodbridge
Off-Track Wagering facility) were $5,690,000 lower than the previous year due to a changein the
Monmouth Park race meet whereby the purse structure was significantly reduced from 2010 resulting in a
decline of approximately $10,400,000. Thiswas offset by savings resulting from the transfer of
operational control of the Meadowlands racetrack to New Meadowlands Racetrack LLC.

Operating revenues net of operating expenses at the |zod Arena were $978,000 higher than 2010. This
was primarily the result of lower non-event expenses.

Genera and Administrative expenses were approximately $1,441,000 lower than 2010 due to expense
and staffing reductions.

The Authority has been aleader in the racing industry since opening the Meadowlands Racetrack in 1976
and purchasing Monmouth Park Racetrack in 1986. Casino gaming, lotteries and the emergence of
Racinos in border states has adversely effected racing which operated at a net deficit since 2007. In
response, NJSEA began the process of |easing its Racing operations to private operators. The transfer of

operational control was completed in May of 2012.
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On Jduly 27, 2011, NJSEA and New Meadowlands Racetrack, LL C operators (“NMR”) entered into a
Memorandum of Understanding for the lease of the Meadowlands Racetrack, the development and
operation of 4 OTWSs, and the transfer of a 35% interest in Account Wagering. NJSEA operated the
facility, with direction from NMR, until al licensing and regulatory changes were in place. On December
20, 2011, a 30-year lease was executed and full operational control was transferred to NMR.

On February 29, 2012, the Authority and the NJTHA executed a 35-year lease to operate the Monmouth
Park racetrack and the Woodbridge OTW. The agreement included a 35% interest in account wagering
and the right to build and operate an additional five off track facilities. The NJTHA took full operational
control on May 3, 2012.

The new Giants and Jets Stadium opened in 2010, and has resulted in revenue losses for the Authority.
Since the new stadium is owned by the Giants and Jets, the Authority will no longer earn event income.
However, the Authority collects land |ease income and management fees for operating certain aspects of
stadium events.

Racing

Racing revenues depended on attendance, number of racing dates, and race signals from other racetracks
throughout the U.S. These factors can generate higher wagering, increase available purse dollars and
improve the quality of races. Over the years, attendance and wagering has declined annually since the
introduction of competing forms of gaming such as lotteries and casinos gambling.

In December of 2011 and May of 2012, NJSEA transferred operational control of the Meadowlands and
Monmouth Park racetracks to private operators. The transfers included operational control of the

Woodbridge OTW, the rights to build and operate additional OTW facilities, and NJSEA’ s 70% interest
in account wagering. The agreement effectively ended NJSEA’ s participation in the racing industry.

NOTES TO CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
YEARS ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2012 AND 2011

1. AUTHORIZING LEGISLATION

The New Jersey Sports and Exposition Authority (the “ Authority” or NJSEA) was created by the
laws of the State of New Jersey of 1971, Chapter 137, enacted May 10, 1971, as supplemented and
amended (the “Act”). It is constituted as an instrumentality of the State, exercising public and
essential governmental functions. The Act empowers the Authority to own and operate various
projects, located in the State of New Jersey, including stadiums and other buildings and facilities for
athletic contests, horse racing, and other spectator sporting events, trade shows, and other
expositions.

The Authority has no stockholders or equity holders, and all bond proceeds, revenues, or other cash
received must be applied for specific purposes in accordance with the provisions of the Act, and
related bond resolutions, for the security of the bondholders. The Authority’s Board consists of the
President of the Authority, the State Treasurer, and a member of the New Jersey Meadowlands
Commission, appointed by the Governor, who are members ex officio, and e even members
appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of the State Senate.

On January 13, 1992, the New Jersey legislature adopted Chapter 375 of P.L. 1991, which approved
the issuance of bonds, State Contract Bonds, by the Authority, pursuant to a contract between the
Authority and the State Treasurer. The contract requires the Treasurer to provide funds from the
General Fund of the State necessary to pay the debt service on the bonds, subject to and dependent
upon annual appropriations by the State L egislature. On November 24, 1998, the contract was
restated and amended to expand the scope of projects eligible for the issuance of bonds to include
the Wildwoods Convention Center project. In 2009, the Authority made a change in an accounting
principle for State Contract Bonds. Accordingly, the assets, liabilities, revenue and expenses related
to the State Contract Bonds have been removed from the Authority’ s financial statements for years
ended December 31, 2012 and 2011. The State Contract Bonds will now be reported directly by the
State.

2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

General — In accordance with GASB Statement No. 62, Codification of Accounting and Financial
Reporting Guidance Contained in Pre-November 30, 1989 FASB and AlCPA Pronouncements, the
Authority applies al applicable GASB pronouncements as well as Financial Accounting Standards
Board (“FASB”) Statements and Interpretations issued on or before November 30, 1989, that do not
conflict with GASB pronouncements. The Authority has elected not to apply FASB Standards
issued after November 30, 1989. The financial statements include the accounts of the Authority
including Monmouth Park Racetrack, Wildwoods Convention Center and the NJSEA Insurance
Company for 2011 only. The NJSEA Insurance Company was dissolved on April 18, 2013. The
dissolution of the company had no impact on the Authority’s financial position and results from
operations.

Revenues — The Authority promotes certain events held at the Arena. The gross revenues and
expenses of these events are reflected in the financial statements. The Authority defines operating

revenues and expenses as being directly or indirectly related to facilities and events. Operating
revenues related to ticket sales, events, and advertising are recognized when tickets are used or after
events take place. Operating expenses include salaries, insurance, depreciation, etc., and are
expenses to run events and support the facilities. All other revenue and expenses are defined as non-
operating.

Non-Oper ating Revenues and Expenses — Non-operating revenues: State payments received
related to State Subsidies and Tourism taxes collected; management fees; interest revenue earned on
investments and interest expense.

Non-operating expenses are recoghized in the accounting period in which the liability isincurred.

Reporting Entity — The GASB establishes the criteria used in determining which organizations
should be included in the Authority’ s financial statements. Accounting principles generally accepted
in the United States of America require the inclusion of the transactions of government
organizations for which the Authority is financially accountable.

The extent of financial accountability is based upon several criteriaincluding: appointment of a
voting majority, imposition of will, financial benefit to or burden on a primary government and
financial accountability as aresult of fiscal dependency.

On February 23, 1998, the Authority assumed the assets and liabilities and undertook the existing
operations of the Wildwoods Convention Center. As aresult, the Authority includes the financial
statements of the Wildwoods Convention Center in its annual report. The assets and liabilities were
recorded at fair value and the difference was recorded to net position, invested in capital facilities.

The Authority isacomponent unit included in the State of New Jersey’ s comprehensive annual
financial report. The NJSEA requires significant subsidies from and has material transactions with
the State of New Jersey and depends on certain tax revenues that are economically sensitive.

Investment in Facilities— Investment in facilitiesis stated at cost, which includes all costs during
the construction period for acquisition of land, rights of way, acquisition cost of acquiring facilities,
surveys, engineering costs, roads, construction costs and additions to facilities, administrative and
financial expenses and interest during construction net of interest income earned on the unexpended
funds, including debt service reserve funds net of accumulated depreciation. Depreciation is
computed by the straight-line method based on estimated useful lives of the related assets.

Payment in Lieu of Taxes— In accordance with a provision of the enabling Act, properties and
income of the Authority are exempt from taxation. However, paymentsin lieu of taxes are made to
municipalities to compensate for loss of tax revenues by reason of acquisition of real property by the
Authority.

Cash and Cash Equivalents — Cash and cash equivalents include short-term investments that are
carried at cost, which approximates market. The Authority considers all highly liquid investments
with maturity of three months or less when purchased to be cash equivalents. Restricted cash and
equivalent are cash and short-term investments that are required for a specific purpose related to
restrictions that may be contained in bond resol utions.

Other Assets — Other assets include prepaid expense, prepaid insurance and loan receivable.

Accumulated Vacation Time — Salaried employees of the Authority and the Wildwoods
Convention Center may accumulate vacation time up to a maximum of their total vacation time for
one year. This accumulated vacation time must be used within one year of the year earned. Upon
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termination of employment, salaried employees are entitled to receive a maximum lump sum
payment of their accumulated vacation time.

Valuation of I nvestments — State and local government securities, repurchase agreements, and
certificates of deposit are investments in nonparticipating investment contracts which management
concludes are not significantly affected by the impairment of the credit standing of the Authority or
other factors. Credit ratings for these investments are not available. These investments are at
recorded fair market value in accordance with GASB Statement No. 31, Accounting and Financial
Reporting for Certain Investments and External Investment Pools.

Principles of Consolidation — The consolidated financial statements consist of the accounts of the
Authority including Monmouth Park Racetrack, Wildwoods Convention Center and the NJSEA
Insurance Company and before January 1, 2010, also included the Atlantic City Convention &
Visitors Authority. All significant related group transactions have been eliminated for consolidation
purposes.

Use of Estimates — The preparation of financia statementsin conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financia statements and the reported amounts of
revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Recent Accounting Pronouncements —The Authority has completed the process of evaluating the
impact that will result from implementing GASB Statement No. 57, OPEB Measurements by Agent
Employers and Agent Multiple-Employer Plans. This statement amends Statement No. 45,
Accounting and Financial Reporting by Employers for Postemployment Benefits other Than
Pensions, and Statement No. 43, Financial Reporting for Postemployment Benefit Plans Other Than
Pension Plans. The Authority concluded that the adoption of GASB Statement No. 57 has no impact
onitsfinancial position and results from operations. This Statement clarifies actuarially determined
OPEB measures reported by an agent multiple-employer OPEB plan and its participating employers.
Those measures should be determined by a common date and at a minimum frequency to satisfy the
agent multiple-employer OPEB plan’sfinancial reporting requirement.

The Authority has completed the process of evaluating the impact that will result from implementing
GASB Statement No. 59, Financial Instruments Omnibus. The Authority concluded that the
adoption of GASB Statement No. 59 has no impact on its financial position and results from
operations. The Statement updates and improves existing standards regarding financial reporting of
certain financial instruments and external investment pools.

The Authority has completed the process of evaluating the impact that will result from implementing
GASB Statement No. 60, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Service Concession
Arrangements (“ SCA”). The Authority concluded that the adoption of GASB Statement No. 60 has
no impact on itsfinancial position and results from operations. The requirement of this statement
improve financial reporting by establishing recognition, measurement and disclosure reguirements
for SCAs for both transferors and governmental operators, requiring governments to account for and
report SCAs in the same manner, which improves the comparability of financial statements.

The Authority has completed the process of evaluating the impact that will result from implementing
GASB Statement No. 61, The Financial Reporting Entity: Omnibus — An Amendment of GASB
Satements Nos. 14 and 34. The Authority concluded that the adoption of GASB Statement No. 61
has no impact on its financial position and results from operations. The requirements of this
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Statement result in financial reporting entity financial statements being more relevant by improving
guidance for including, presenting and disclosing information about component units and equity
interest transactions of afinancial reporting entity.

The Authority has completed the process of evaluating the impact of GASB Statement No. 62,
Cadification of Accounting and Financial Reporting Guidance Contained in Pre-November 1989
FASB and AICPA Pronouncements. The Authority concluded that the adoption of GASB Statement
No. 62 has no impact on its financial position and results from operations. The Statement objective
is to incorporate pronouncements that do not contradict or conflict with GASB pronouncements.

The Authority has completed the process of evaluating the impact of GASB Statement No. 63,
Financial Reporting of Deferred Outflows of Resources, Deferred Inflows of Resources, and Net
Position. The Statement objectiveis to provide a new statement of net position format to report all
assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, deferred inflows of resources, and net position
(which isthe net residual amount of the other elements). The Statement requires that deferred
outflows of resources and deferred inflows of resources be reported separately from assets and
liabilities. The Authority concluded that except for the change in nomenclature, the adoption of
GASB Statement No. 63 has ho impact on its financial position and results from operations.

The Authority has completed the process of evaluating the impact of GASB Statement No. 64,
Derivative Instruments: Application of Hedge Accounting Termination Provisions. The Authority
concluded that the adoption of GASB Statement No. 64 has no impact on its financial position and
results from operations. The Statement will improve financia reporting by state and local
governments by clarifying the circumstances in which hedge accounting continues to be applied
when a swap counterparty, or a swap counterparty’ s credit support provider, isreplaced. The
Statement clarifies that when certain conditions are met, the use of hedge accounting should not be
terminated. Those conditions are: (1) the collectability of swap payments is considered to be
probable, (2) the replacement of the counterparty or credit support provider meets the criteria of an
assignment or in-substance assignment as described in the Statement, and (3) the counterparty or
counterparty credit support provider (and not the government) has committed the act of default or
termination event. When all of these conditions exist, the GASB believes that the hedging
relationship continues and hedge accounting should continue to be applied.

The Authority has not completed the process of evaluating the impact of GASB No. 65, Items
Previously Reported as Assets and Liabilities. GASB statement No. 65 reclassifies certain items
currently being reported as assets and liabilities as deferred outflows of resources and deferred
inflows of resources. In addition, this Statement recognizes certain items currently being reported as
assets and liabilities as outflows of resources and inflows of resources. This Statement is effective
for financial statements for periods beginning after December 15, 2012

The Authority has not completed the process of evaluating the impact of GASB Statement No. 66,
which amends GASB Statement No. 10, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Risk Financing
and Related Insurance | ssues, removing the provision that limits fund-based reporting of a state and
local government’ srisk financing activities to the general fund and the internal service fund type.
As aresult, governments should base their decisions about governmental fund type usage for risk
financing activities on the definition in GASB No. 54 Fund Balance Reporting and Gover nmental
Fund Type Definitions. This Statement also amends GASB Statement No. 62 Codification of
Accounting an Financial Reporting Guidance Contained in Pre-November 30, 1989 FASB and
AICPA Pronouncements, by modifying the specific guidance on accounting for (1) operating lease
payments that vary from a straight-line basis, (2) The difference between the initial investment
(purchase price) and the principal amount of a purchased loan or group of loans, and (3) servicing
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feesrelated to mortgage loans that were sold when the stated service fee rate differs significantly
from a current (normal) servicing fee rate. These changeswould eliminate any uncertainty
regarding the application of GASB Statement No. 13, Accounting for Operating L eases with
Scheduled Rent Increases, and result in guidance that is consistent with the requirementsin GASB
No. 48, Sales and Pledges of receivables and Future Revenues and Intra-Entity Transfers of Assets
and Future Revenues, respectively. The provisions of both Statements are effective for periods
beginning after December 15, 2012, and would be applied in a prospective basis.

The Authority has not completed the process of evaluating the impact of GASB No. 67, Financial
Reporting for Pension Plans. This Statement replaces the requirements of Statements No. 25,
Financial Reporting for Defined Benefit Pension Plans and Note Disclosures for Defined
Contribution Plans and Statement No. 50 as they relate to pension plans that are administered
through trusts or similar arrangements meeting certain criteria. The Statement builds upon the
existing framework for financial reports of defined benefit pension plans, which includes a statement
of fiduciary net position (the amount held in atrust for paying retirement benefits) and a statement
of changein fiduciary position. Statement No. 67 enhances note disclosure and RSI for both defined
benefit and defined contribution pension plans. Statement No. 67 also requires the presentation of
new information about annual money-weighted rates of return in the notes to the financial

statements and in 10-year RS| schedules. The provisionsin Statement No. 67 are effective for
financial statements for periods beginning after June 15, 2013.

The Authority has not completed the process of evaluating the impact of GASB Statement No. 68
Accounting and Financial reporting for Pensions. Statement No. 68 replaces the requirements of
Statement No. 27, Accounting for Pensions by State and Local Government Employers and
Statement No. 50, Pension Disclosures, asthey relate to governments that provide pensions
thorough pension plans administered by trusts or similar arrangements that meet certain criteria.
Statement No. 68 requires governments providing defined benefit pension plans to recognize their
long-term obligation for pension benefits as aliability for the first time, and to more
comprehensively and comparably measure the annual costs of pension benefits. The statement also
enhances accountability and transparency through revised and new note disclosures and required
supplementary information (RSI). The provisionsin Statement No. 68 are effective for fiscal years
beginning June 15, 2014.

The Authority has not completed the process of evaluating the impact that will result from
implementing GASB Statement No. 69, Government Combinations and Disposals of Government
Operations. This statement requires disclosures to be made about government combinations and
disposals of government operations to enable financial statement users to evaluate the nature and
financial effects of those transactions. The requirements of this statement are effective for
government combinations and disposals of government operations occurring in financia reporting
periods beginning after December 15, 2013, and should be applied on a prospective basis.

The Authority has not completed the process of evaluating the impact that will result from
implementing GASB Statement No. 70, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Non-exchange
Financial Guarantees. This statement requires a government that extends a non-exchange financial
guarantee to recognize aliability when qualitative factors and historical data, if any, indicate that it
is more likely than not that the government will be required to make a payment on the guarantee. In
addition, this statement requires new information to be disclosed by governments that receive non-
exchange financial guarantees. The provisions of this statement are effective for reporting periods
beginning after June 15, 2013.
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TOURISM TAX

Upon transfer of the Wildwoods Convention Center from the Greater Wildwood Tourism
Improvement and Development Authority (“GWTIDA™) on February 23, 1998 (see Note 1), the
Authority assumed the right to receive 90% of the proceeds of a 2% tourism related retail receipts
tax pursuant to NJSA 40:54D-1 et.

The tax isimposed
and collected by ordinance and with the cooperation of the municipalitiesin the Greater Wildwoods
(i.e., North Wildwood, Wildwood and Wildwood Crest).

All demand deposits and certificates of deposit, except deposits held by the Trustee, of any
depository must be fully secured by lodging collateral security of obligations secured by the United
States with the Trustee or bank designated by the Trustee. At December 31, 2012 and 2011, all
demand deposits were collateralized.

The N.J. Cash Management Fund is a money market fund managed by the State of New Jersey
Division of Investments.

Wildwoods Revenue Bonds 1996 Series A — The Authority assumed these bonds on February 23,
1998, as an obligation and liability of the Wildwoods Convention Center. The bonds were
authorized by the Greater Wildwoods Tourism Improvement and Development Authority and issued
to the City of Wildwood in the amount of $3,400,000 for the acquisition of the Wildwoods
Convention Center in 1996.

On November 8, 1999, the Authority entered into The Omnibus Intergovernmental Agreement with
the City of Wildwood, the Borough of Wildwood Crest, the City of North Wildwood, the Greater
Wildwoods Tourism Improvement and Development Authority and the Treasurer of the State of
New Jersey. This agreement restated the original terms and conditions of the Authority’s assigned
obligation under the bonds and replaced the previous Bond Resolution. Under the terms of the new
agreement, repayment of principal and interest isto be funded by the Available Revenues of the
Wildwoods Convention Center after payment of operating expenses, funding of the maintenance
reserve fund and paymentsin lieu of taxes. Should available revenues be insufficient to provide the
required debt service amount any unpaid portion accrues to the following year to be funded by that
year's available revenues. If it should be deemed necessary, the Authority may request an express
separate appropriation from the State Treasurer to cover any shortfall. The Authority does not
pledge the revenues, rents fees, rates, charges or other income derived from operations or ownership
of any of its other projects, to the repayment of these bonds. In 2011 and 2012, there was not enough
available revenue after the above-mentioned expenses to make full payment on debt service for
these Revenue Bonds.

On March 1, 2012, the Authority entered into an agreement with the State of New Jersey acting by
and through the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection in which the Authority
received the proceeds of a $564,000 loan from the NJDEP Infrastructure Fund and a $180,000 loan
from the NJDEP Infrastructure Trust. The proceeds were used to pay for the purchase of equipment
for the purpose of cleaning and maintaining storm drains. The interest was calculated at 0.00% on
the NJDEP Infrastructure Fund Loan and isfor aterm of 24 years. The interest was calculated
between 3.00% and 5.00% on the NJDEP Infrastructure Trust Loan and is for aterm of 24 years.

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STATE CONTRACT BONDS

The New Jersey Sports and Exposition Authority issued State Contract Bonds to fund various capital
improvements of the Authority on behalf of the State of New Jersey. These bonds were previously
recorded as liabilities on the Authority’ s financial statements as permitted under Interpretation No. 2
of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board, as an allowable method for recording conduit
debt.

None of the Authority’s revenues, rents, fees, rates, charges or other income and receipts derived by
the Authority from its operation or ownership of any of its projects are pledged or assigned to the
payment of the principal or redemption price of and interest on such bonds. The State Contract
Bonds are paid solely by the State of New Jersey.

The principal amount outstanding on the State Contract Bonds at December 31, 2012 and 2011 is
$549,275,000 and $548,950,000, respectively. These amounts are excluded from the consolidated
financial statements of the Authority.

PENSION, RETIREMENT, AND DEFERRED COMPENSATION PLANS

Plan Description and Employer and Employee Contributions — Salaried employees of the
Authority and Wildwoods Convention Center are covered by the Public Employees’ Retirement
System of the State of New Jersey (“PERS"), a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit
public employee retirement system. PERS issues a publicly available financial report that includes
financial statements and required supplementary information for PERS. That report may be obtained
by writing PERS at the following address: Department of the Treasury, Division of Pensions and
Benefits, P.O. Box 295, Trenton, NJ 08625. The payroll for employees covered by PERS for the
years ended December 31, 2012 and 2011 was $6,715,587 and $10,239,587, respectively. The
Authority’ stotal payroll for the years ended 2012 and 2011 was $21,998,579 and $47,715,195,
respectively. Establishment of or amendments to PERS pension plans are done through New Jersey
legislation.

All Authority salaried employees are required as a condition of employment to be members of
PERS. A member may retire on a service retirement allowance as early as age 60; no minimum
service requirement must be established. The formulafor benefitsis an annual allowance in the
amount equal to years of service, divided by 60, times the final average salary. Final average salary
means the average of the salaries received by the member for the last three years of creditable
membership service preceding retirement or the highest three fiscal years of membership service,
whichever provides the larger benefit. Benefits fully vest on reaching 10 years of service. Vested
employees may retire at or after age 55 and receive reduced retirement benefits; unless the employee
has obtained 25 years of service prior to retirement, which permits full benefit payments. The
System also provides death and disability benefits. Benefits are established by State statute.

Effective May 21, 2010, the New Jersey legislature enacted changes in the PERS and other State
employee pension plans (Chapter 1, P.L. 2010). The law makes changes to the rule governing
eligibility, the retirement formula, compensation definition and positions eligible. Employees that
are subject to afixed number of hours fewer than thirty-five per week are not eligible to join PERS.
Also, the current multiplier of 1/55 will change to 1/60. Section 38 of the law will require the
Authority to make the full annual employer’s contribution once the calculation is computed by its
actuary.
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Covered Authority employees are required by PERS to contribute 5.5%, increased to 6.5% as of
October 1, 2011, of defined salary. The Authority is required by State Statute to contribute the
remaining amounts necessary to pay benefits when due. The PERS on the recommendation of an
actuary, who makes an annual actuarial valuation, certifies the amount of the Authority’s
contribution each year. The valuation is a determination of the financial condition of the retirement
system. It includes the computation of the present dollar value of benefits payable to former and
present members and the present dollar value of future employer and employee contributions, giving
effect to mortality among active and retired members and also to the rates of disability, retirement,
withdrawal, former service, salary, and interest.

The employee contributions required for the years ended December 31, 2012, 2011, and 2010, were
$439,683 (6.5%), $592,916 (5.79%), and $655,185 (5.5%), respectively. Employer contributions for
2012, 2011, and 2010, were $1,242,851, $1,460,187, and $1,172,703, respectively, equal to the
required contributions for the year. These increases are based upon State of New Jersey law,
Chapter 108, P.L. 2003, which calls for the return of employer pension contributions on a phasein
basis with 20% of the actuarially calculated amount for 2005 being due and payable, increasing to
40% for 2006, 60% for 2007, 80% for 2008, and until 100% of the actuarially calculated amount is
due in 2009.

Other Benefits— The Authority has established a separate defined benefit pension plan for
selected seasonal racing personnel. Annual pension expense was approximately $117,600, for 2010.
The Authority adopted a resolution to terminate its Seasonal Racing Personnel Retirement Plan in
August 2011. Consequently, all plan assets were distributed to participants.

In addition, salaried employees of the Authority are eligible for participation in a section 401(k)
deferred compensation plan, the New Jersey Sports and Exposition Authority Savings and
Investment Plan. Until July 31, 2011 the Authority contributed a maximum of 4% of the employee's
salary up to the IRS maximum less the portion attributable to the State pension plan (“PERS’),
effective August 1, 2011 the Authority discontinued its employer contribution. Annual expense for
this plan was $296,738 and $515,401 for 2011, and 2010, respectively. Annual employee
contributions were $466,099, $1,028,034 and $1,491,225 for 2012, 2011, and 2010, respectively.
The annual expense amounts and employee contributions include employer expense and employee
contributions of Union Loca 137 (Mutuel). (See Mass Withdrawal Liability Note that follows.)

Additionally, some Sports Authority employees are participantsin certain pension plans
administered by local unions and contributions are made in accordance with terms of the union
agreements of those employees. There are about 26 active unions consisting of 47 separate
bargaining agreements participating in their own pension plans in accordance with each specific
union agreement and based on each of the applicable union job trades. The total combined employer
contributions for all participating unionsin 2012, 2011, and 2010, were $1,982,385, $2,950,271, and
$3,122,724, respectively, and equal to the required contribution for each year.

Mass Withdrawal Liability and Annual Payments Related to L ocal 137 — During 2007, the
Authority withdrew from the pension plan of Local 137 (Mutuels) causing a mass withdrawal
termination for that plan. Based upon this termination, the Authority is obligated to make annual
payments to satisfy the employer’ s contribution. In addition, the Authority opted to include the
union in the 401k plan whereby the Authority contributes a 2% match. The amounts contributed by
the Authority and the employees were $8,075 and $29,482 for 2012, respectively, and $99,352 and

$328,305 for 2011, respectively.



The amount of the Authority’ s obligation, based on actuarial estimates, is approximately
$29.6 million and is recognized in the 2012 financial statements. The Authority will make annual
cash payments of $1.2 million to cover thisliability.

Pension Plan for Seasonal Racing Personnel — In May 2007, the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board issued Statement No. 50, Pension Disclosures. The Statement more closely aligns
the financial reporting requirements for pensions with those for post-retirement benefits. The New
Jersey Sports and Exposition Authority Seasonal Racing Personnel Retirement Plan (“SRPRP”) isa
single employer, defined benefit plan administered by the Authority and managed by Bank of
AmericaNA. The Authority issues a publicly available financial report that includes financial
statements and required supplementary information (“RSI”) for SRPRP. That report may be
obtained by writing to the NJSEA, 50 State Route 120, East Rutherford, NJ 07073.

Funding Policy — Contribution requirements for the plan members and the Authority are
established and are outlined in the NJSEA Seasonal Racing Personnel Retirement Trust Agreement.
Employees contribute 3% of total annual pay if they become a member before age 35; 4% at age 35
to 45; 5% after age 45. The authority contributes any remaining minimum required contribution as
determined by Actuarial Valuation. The Authority adopted a resolution to terminate its Seasonal
Racing Personnel Retirement Plan in August 2011. Employer and employee contribution for 2011
totaled $0 and $26,673, respectively.

Post-Employment Retirement Benefits — In June 2004 the Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (“GASB") issued Statement No. 45, Accounting and Financial Reporting by Employers for
Post-empl oyment Benefits Other Than Pensions, which establishes new accounting standards for
recording Postretirement Benefits Other Than Pensions (“OPEB”). The requirement applies to any
state or local government employer that provides OPEB. The OPEB provided by the Authority is
health benefits. Prior to the implementation of GASB Statement No. 45, the Authority’s
postretirement benefits were accounted for on a pay as-you-go basis.

The New Jersey Sports and Exposition Authority’s (the “Plan”) is a single employer plan which
provides certain group medical and prescription drug benefits for retirees (and for eligible
dependents and, for alimited period of time, surviving spouses). Contributions towards part of the
costs of these benefits are required of the retirees. Retiree contributions towards the cost of the
benefit are aflat dollar amount that varies depending on Medicare eligibility and dependent
coverage. The Authority, based upon Board approval, may elect at any time to amend the plan and
funding provisions. An actuarial valuation of these benefits was performed by a specialist to
determine the annual cost applicable to the retiree medical benefits for retired employees and their
eligible dependents. The Authority does not issue stand-alone financia statements for this OPEB
Plan.

The Authority has elected to amortize, over 30 years, the Unfunded Actuarial Accrued Liability
(“UAAL™) asaleve dollar amount over an open 30-year period and not to fund the UAAL in
advance of when benefits are due. The UAAL relating to OPEB benefitsis approximately

$37.5 million as of December 31, 2011. The Authority is not required by law or contractual
agreement to provide funding for post-employment retirement benefits other than the pay-as-you-go
amount necessary to provide current benefits to retirees and eligible beneficiaries/dependents.
During the years ended December 31, 2011, the Authority paid $969,000 on behalf of the Plan.

The Authority’s annual OPEB cost (expense) for the year ended December 31, 2011, was

$2,674,000 and was calculated based on the annual required contribution (“ARC”) of the employer
of $2,784,000. The ARC is an amount that was actuarially determined by using the Projected Unit
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Credit Method, which is one of the accepted actuarial cost methods in accordance with the
parameters of GASB Statement No. 45.

The portion of this Actuarial Present Value allocated to avaluation year is called the Normal Cost.
Under this method, non-asset related actuarial gains/losses, as they occur, reduce/increase future
Normal Costs and UAAL amortization payments. The following table shows the elements of the
Authority’ s annual OPEB cost for the year, the amount actually paid, and changes in the Authority’s
net OPEB obligation to the plan for the years ended December 31, 2011, (dollarsin thousands).

In July 2012, NJSEA' s employee healthcare and post-employment coverages were assumed under
the State’ s medical plan. Asaresult, the Authority isno longer required to carry areserve for the
net obligation of the OPEB plan. Effective July, 2012, the net OPEB obligation was removed from
the books of the Authority.

Medical and prescription drug benefits are provided through fully insured contracts with Horizon
Blue Cross Blue Shield of New Jersey. This does not include a reimbursement of Medicare Part B
premium. Benefits vest after twenty-five years of service or, for employees hired prior to January 1,
1993, after attainment of age 60 with ten years of service or attainment of age 55 and age plus years
of service equal or exceed 75. Effective July, 2012 the medical and prescription plan is being
managed at the State level.

Sports Authority salaried employees hired before January 1, 1993, who retire on or after age 60,
with aminimum of 10 years of full-time salaried service or have a combined number of full time
service and age totaling 75, with the Authority, are eligible to continue certain specified benefits
subject to any required contributions. Medical benefits available to active employees will be
availableto eligible retirees who are not yet eligible for Medicare. The Authority will aso, at its
discretion, make available medical benefits to supplement Medicare coverage. The Authority
accounts for these benefits on a pay as you go basis and paid approximately $969,000 (for

92 retires), and $734,000 (for 91 retirees) in 2011, and 2010, respectively.

POLLUTION REMEDIATION COSTS

Effective 2008, pollution remediation costs were recognized as a liability on the Consolidated
Statements of Financial Position and an operating expense provision was made in the Consolidated
Statements of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Net Position in accordance with GASB
Statement No. 49, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pollution Remediation Obligations. The
remediation involves current and future activities related to testing, recovery, and cleanup of soil,
subsurface water and ground level streams at various Authority sites. Contaminated sites include

M eadowlands-X anadu, the new stadium area, and the Meadowlands and Monmouth race tracks. The
Authority estimates the cost to be $6,296,000. The total payments made since 2007 were
$2,846,000, and charged to the Statements of Revenues, Expenses and Changesin Net Position in
each respective year. Estimated future expense for environmental remediation is $3,450,000, and is
reflected on the Consolidated Statement of Net Position. Estimated recovery related from
remediation reduces the measurement of thisliability. There is no expected remediation recovery on
the above sites.

Methods and assumptions used included historical data and engineering estimates. The pollution
remediation liability is an estimate and is subject to changes resulting from price increases or
reductions, technology, or changes in applicable laws and regulations.

COMMITMENTSAND CONTINGENCIES

A portion of the Authority’ s operating revenues is attributable to leasing of the Sports Complex
facilities for various sporting events, trade shows and other expositions. Rental income is aflat fee
per event or a percentage of ticket sales. Rental income, under these leases, was approximately
$2,881,000 and $2,869,000 for the years ended December 31, 2012 and 2011, respectively.

The Authority is exposed to risks of losses related to injuries to employees. The Authority has
established a risk management program to account for and finance its uninsured risks of loss related
to workmen’ s compensation. Claims expenditures and liabilities are reported when it is probable that
aloss has occurred and the amount of that loss can be reasonably estimated. Claims are based on
actuarial valuation.

On June 30, 2005, the Authority entered into a ground lease and related project agreements for
development of Meadowlands Xanadu, an approximately 5.0 million square mixed-use project on
approximately 104 acres at the Meadowlands Sports Complex. Through March 2006, the Authority
received pre-payments of ground rent in the amount of $160,000,000. In 2005, the Authority used
$26,800,000 of the prepaid ground rent to purchase the wetland mitigation bank rights on the Empire
Tract. The Authority also used $37,190,000 to defease tax-exempt bonds attributable to the

M eadowlands Xanadu Project site. Expenses associated with the project that were previously deferred
were expensed in 2005. For GAAP purposes revenue will be realized by amortizing the upfront
payment over 18 years. As of December 31, 2012, the facility has not begun operations.

At year-end approximately $1,260,000 in current assets and liabilities was related to funds received
from the State to administer the Aquarium Project. The activity in the fund created for this purpose
has no effect on the Authority’s revenues or expenses.

In 2004, the Authority organized the NJSEA Insurance Company as a captive insurance company in
Vermont for the purpose of insuring and reinsuring various types of risk, including but not limited to
those required by the Federal Terrorism Insurance Act. The Company is awholly owned subsidiary
of the Authority and insures the Authority for a maximum of $300,000,000. NJSEA Insurance

Company, Inc. was dissolved on April 18, 2013. The dissolution of the company had no impact on
the Authority’ s financial position and results from operations.

On June 14, 2004, the Authority entered into a Participation agreement to license and operate an
account wagering system in New Jersey pursuant to the Off-Track and Account Wagering Act (P.L.
201, ¢.199) and the regulations promulgated by the New Jersey Racing Commission. Under the
agreement the Authority began operating an on-line account wagering system and has contributed
70% of start-up costs for the project, appointed an Operating Board and conducts and accounts for
all day-to-day operationsin return for 70% of available net project revenues or |osses as defined by
the agreement. The Authority’s 70% financial interest was transferred to the New Meadowlands
Racetrack, (35%) and the New Jersey Thoroughbred Horsemen’'s Association, (35%) as part of a
long term lease agreement to assume the operating rights of the racetracks and off-track wagering
sites.

On October 21, 2009, the Authority undertook a project consisting of construction of anew storm
water basin and to purchase equipment for the project in order to aleviate storm water runoff at
Monmouth Park Racetrack. The total cost for the equipment and the project is estimated at
$26,600,000, which includes capitalized interest, debt service and administrative expenses, and will
be financed through loans from the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust and the New
Jersey Department of Environmental Protection. The Borough of Oceanport applied for the project
loan (not to exceed $23,500,000), and the Authority will apply for the equipment loan (not to exceed
$850,000) with the above financing authorities. The Authority will pay the Borough a special
assessment that is substantially similar to the Borough' s loan repayment schedule, and will manage
the project at its own cost. The project began in 2010 and will take two years to complete.
Repayment on the loans began in 2010 and end in 2029.

SUBSEQUENT EVENTS

NJSEA Insurance Company — was created by the NJSEA to engage in the business of acting asa
pure captive insurance company under Title 8, Chapter 141 insurance statutes of the State of
Vermont. NJSEA Insurance’ s mission isto continue, develop, and improve the insurance and risk
management needs as required by the Authority. NJSEA Insurance Company, Inc. was dissolved on
April 18, 2013. The dissolution of the company had no impact on the Authority’s financial position
and results from operations.

Under this method, the
excess of the Actuarial Present Value of the Projected Benefits of the group included in the Actuarial
Vauation, over the Valuation Assets, is allocated, as alevel percentage of earnings, over the earnings
of the group between valuation date and assumed retirement. This allocation is performed for the
group as awhole, not as a sum of individual allocations.
