The Meadowlands Environment Center (MEC) 
opened in 1983 to provide environmental education 
programs to schoolchildren and professional 
development opportunities for teachers. Today tens of 
thousands of students in grades K-12 visit the MEC 
on school field trips and participate in hands-on 
lessons that bring science to life and raise awareness 
of the importance of environmental stewardship. 
The school-based environmental education program 
is administered through a contract with Ramapo 
College. 

All MEC school programs comply with New Jersey 
Core Curriculum Content Standards and cover a 
wide array of scientific disciplines including ecology, 
chemistry, biology, physics, natural history and 
astronomy. Educators incorporate DeKorte Park and 
its marshes into their lesson plans, providing children 
and teens with an up-close introduction to nature and 
real-world examples of scientific concepts.

In addition, the MEC offers year-round environmentally 
themed programs for the general public that help 
people better understand the issues that impact the 
Meadowlands District’s unique urban ecosystem, 
specific types of wildlife and the greater environment. 
Live animal demonstrations and presentations on the 
Meadowlands’ history and wetlands underscore the 
importance of environmental conservation to the public 
and instill an appreciation of nature in children at a 
young age.
