CONSTRUCTION COMMITTEE

1. Review of Engineering Projects at the Meadowlands Sports Complex
and Monmouth Park Racetrack

Mr. Duffy gave an overview of existing projects at the Meadowlands
Racetrack and at Monmouth. He advised of several projects:
e the status of the CAFO project, which is being closed out; and he
advised that the Authority was released from the ACO by NJDEP and
the Attorney General,

» a new cell tower is being installed by Lagoon 3 by Wireless Edge;

+ the electrical project was discussed; the PSEG and equipment
contracts are in this month’s Board book;

« additional monitoring weils were installed on both the west and east
side of the complex and were sampled. A report will follow to the
LSRP, as the Authority works to close out the ground water; and

e preparing to bid the dam repair project at lagoons 1 & 2 as well as
the roof of the pump station.



Commissioner Neglia complimented Mr. Duffy and his staff on the CAFO project.

Commissioner Jones entered the meeting.

Approval of Construction Committee Meeting Minutes of July 10, 2012

Approval of Master Plan Committee Meeting Minutes of July 10, 2012

The Chairman presented the minutes of the Master Pian Committee meeting
held on July 10, 2012.

Commissioner Buckelew advised that everything is progressing. He noted
that a presentation will be made to the Board by the New Meadowlands
Racetrack on the status of the project and changes to the original plan,
which will require the approval of the Board.

Upon motion by Commissioner Scardino and seconded by Commissioner
Buckelew, the Master Plan Committee meeting minutes of July 10, 2012,
were approved by a vote of 12-0.

Ratification of Awards Under $100,000 and Awarded by the Chief Executive
Officer Since the Last Board Meeting NONE

Awards Exceeding $100,000

Electrical Switchgear Equipment MetLife Sporis Complex

Two (2) bids were received in response to the Authority’s advertised bid for
electrical switchgear equipment that will be installed as part of the upgrade

to the electrical substation that provides electricity to all buildings on the

MetLife Sports Complex. The existing equipment has been in service since
1976 and has reached the end of its useful life. To provide reliable electrical
service to all buildings on the MetLife Sports Complex, especially in light of
WrestleMania being held in April 2013 and the Super Bowl in February 2014,

it was determined that this equipment needed o be purchased. A contract in the
total amount of $1,124,434 is recommended for award to Monarch Electric
Company, the low qualified bidder.

Mr. Duffy discussed the award and the electrical substation on the site and the
plans to improve. Commissioner Fontoura asked Mr. Duffy to discuss the
blowout that occurred at a football game two years ago.

Commissioner Yudin asked if teams were responsible to pay for anything. He
was advised the teams are not; it is the responsibility the NJSEA.

Upon motion by Commissioner Fontoura and seconded by Commissioner
Scardino, the contract in the amount of $1,124,434 was approved for award to
Monarch Electric Company, for electrical switchgear equipment, by a vote of 12-
0.

Other Awards Public Service Electric & Gas (PSE&G) Work For Switchgear
Project

As part of the installation for the new switchgear, PSE&G has indicated that

its support for the relocation of its equipment is required. The estimated cost
submitted by PSE&G for the relocation of their equipment is $231,623.70.

A contract in this amount is recommended for award to PSE&G. This award is
exempt from advertisement for bid, per N.J.S.A. 5:10-21.4.c., only one source of
supply is available.

Upon motion by Commissioner Yudin and seconded by Commissioner Fontoura
the contract in the amount of $231,623.70 for PSE&G’s support for the relocation
of its equipment, was approved by a vote of 12-0.

CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER’S REPORT

Mr. Hasenbalg addressed the Board with the following:

The opening of the Bayonne OTW. He said it is a very impressive facility, and he
encouraged the Commissioners to visit it.

The Governor signed the bill that repositioned the NJSEA. He read a portion of
the bill.

The Governor extended the Hanson Commission for another year. Part of the
Commission is charged in assisting the NJSEA with its new mission.

Mr. Zeigler presented the Board with information about the new $85 million-120,000 sq.
ft. grandstand project. He advised that it will have the capacity to seat 3,000; eight barns
and four dorms will be demolished; and most underground utilities are complete. He
discussed the layout of the grandstand, the changes that were made from the original
design, and the timeframe. There will be 1,220 parking spaces available this
September. The goal for completion is September 2013.

Commission Buckelew made a motion to approve the design changes and exterior;
Commissioner Neglia seconded. The design changes and exterior were approved by a
vote of 12-0.
